CIRCULAR TO DEPARTMENTS AND AUTHORITIES NO. 10 OF 2012
RATES OF PAY FOR PUBLIC SECTOR TRAINEES - CORRECTION

This Circular replaces Circulars to Departments and Authorities No 9 of 2012 and No 6 of
2011.

Decisions by the Western Australian Industrial Relations Commission and Fair Work
Australia Minimum Wage Panel have increased rates of pay for public sector trainees.

The increased rates were issued in Circular to Departments and Authorities No 9 of
2012. However, it was identified that the rates for part time trainees included were
incorrect. This Circular corrects those rates.

The rates for all public sector trainees are provided at Schedule A. Industry/skill ievel
classifications are provided at Schedule B.

The increased wage rates take effect from the commencement of the first pay period on
or after 1 July 2012.

The Vocational Education and Training Act 1996 (WA) requires that time spent in training
and assessment is to be taken for all purposes to be time spent working for the employer.
